Jessica White, a 2009 graduate of Rosary High School, was awarded 
the $1,000 Scholarship for Graduating Female High School Senior. 
Andrew Wood, a 2009 graduate of University of Illinois, won the $500 
Scholarship for Adult Continuing Education.

Ms. White, a Rosary St. Catherine of Sienna Scholar, a National 
Merit Finalist, an Illinois State Scholar, and a member of the Daily 
Herald Academic Team, placed second in her graduating class. She 
has contributed many hours to volunteering at various community 
organizations, including Hesed House, the Sugar Grove Chamber of 
Commerce, her church, and �Feed My Starving Children.� She plans to 
attend University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign.

Mr. Wood, who majored in Integrative Honors Biology and Chemistry 
and received high distinction for his honor�s thesis, has also found 
time to volunteer. He volunteered Saturdays at an Extended Living 
facility and weekdays at Dr. Howard Elementary School, in addition to 
participating in Relay for Life for three years, and instituting a weekly 
science assembly for the enrichment students at South Side Elementary 
in Champaign. He also helped with the sandbagging e�ort during 
the Mississippi �ooding of 2008. He is attending Rush University  
Medical School.
